As we continue our discussion of a Quality Unit, in the 
past two issues we discussed the importance of 
having a trained unit leader and two-deep leadership.  
These two items are required of all Quality Units.  The 
third required item is to have Outdoor Activities.  A 
Cub Scout pack needs to participate in at least one

 
outdoor program, such as a day camp, resident camp, 
family camp, Webelos Den overnighter, or any other 
outdoor activity that is approved by the Council.  A 
Boy Scout troop is required to have at least six

 

outdoor programs each year, such as hikes, 
camporees, trips or tours and attend a Boy Scouts of 
America long-term camp.  Not only can your troop 
attend Trask Scout Reservation or Camp Cherry 
Valley, there are hundreds of other excellent camps 
from which to choose from, many of them are located 
within 100 miles of Pasadena.  The biggest problem 
units seem to have in providing a good outdoor 
program is planning.  Camp Cherry Valley and the 
other great camps are usually sold out years in 
advance, so you need to plan years in advance as to 
where your unit is going.  Many National Park 
campsites and permits for the High Sierras and the 
Grand Canyon    

also get booked up a year in advance, as they are 
very popular family vacation sites.  You can always 
change your plans, but you need to have a unit 
outdoor activity plan at least for the next two years.  

There is an expression to Keep the Outing in 
Scouting because this is the main reason why most 
boys join our program.  I will always remember 
looking up at the night s sky from the bottom of the 
Grand Canyon and my sense of accomplishment 
while standing at the top of Mount Whitney.  These 
are experiences that really do last a lifetime, which is 
why outdoor activities are a very important part of the 
Quality Unit Award.

INSURANCE:  

All Vehicles must be covered by a liability 
insurance policy.  The amount of this 
coverage must exceed the insurance 
requirement by the state in which the vehicle is 
licensed.  (It is recommended, however, that 
liability coverage limits are at least 
$100,000.00.)  Any vehicle carrying 10 or more 
passengers is required to limits of $500,000.  
In the case of rented vehicles the requirement 
of coverage limits can be met by the driver with 
coverage carried by the owner of the rented 
vehicle.  All vehicles used in travel outside the 
United States must be covered by a liability 
insurance policy that complies with or exceeds 
the requirements of that country.  

TRANSPORTATION:  

Driver Qualifications:  All drivers must have a 
valid drivers license and be at least 18 years of 
age. Youth Member Exception:  When traveling 
in an area, regional, or Boy Scout activity or 
any Venturing event under the leadership of an 
adult (21+) tour leader, a youth member at 
least 16 years of age may be a driver, subject 
to the following conditions: (1) Six months 
driving experience as a  licensed driver (time 
on a learner s permit or equivalent is not to be 
counted); (2) no record of accidents or moving 
violations; (3) parental permission has been 
granted to leader, driver, and riders.  

If the vehicle to be used is designed to carry 
more that 15 persons (including driver) the 
driver must have a commercial drivers license 
(CDL).  

Driving time is limited to a maximum of 10 
hours and must be interrupted by frequent rest, 
food, and recreation stops. 

Seat belts are provided, and must be used, by 
all passengers and driver.  Exception: A school 
or commercial bus.  

Passengers will only ride in the cab if trucks 
are used.  

Remember safety first and have fun.
