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Youth safety is the No. 

1 concern of the BSA.  

To increase awareness of 

this societal problem and 

to create even greater 

barriers to abuse than 

already exist today in 

Scouting, the Boy Scouts 

of America is implement-

ing several important 

changes to  further en-

hance its Youth Protec-

tion policies:  

Effective June 1, 

2010:  

Youth Protection 

Training is required 

for all registered vol-

unteers.   

New leaders are re-

quired to take Youth 

Protection Training 

before they submit 

their application for 

registration. The cer-

tificate of completion 

for this training 

must be submitted 

at the time appli-

cation is made and 

before volunteer 

service with youth 

begins.  

Youth Protection 

Training must be 

taken every two 

years. If a volun-

teerõs Youth Protection 

Training record is not 

current at the time of 

recharter, the volunteer 

will not be reregistered.  

To ensure these poli-

cies are fully imple-

mented, please take 

the following steps:  

If you have not taken 

Youth Protection 

Training within the 

past two years, please 

log on to MyScout-

ing.org   and take the 

training. Be sure to 

have your member ID 

number. The number 

can be found on your 

Boy Scouts of America 

membership card.   

If you do not know 

your member ID num-

ber, contact your unit 

leader or committee 

chairman.

Trained leaders provide quality pro-

grams, and the focus is on Youth 

Protection Training for every regis-

tered adult. During 2011, unit lead-

ers need to complete basic leader 

training courses. Better trained 

leaders will help the unit recruit-

ment program, and new youth bring 

new adults to assist. Altogether, a 

growing unit is more exciting, and 

scouts crave excitement! Speaking
